Historic Development without Precedent
Woods at Park Place

By working closely with the Historic District Commission, residents and our lawyer, and Howard County Planning and Zoning, Michael Pfau, owner of Trinity Homes, designed and built 15 customized historic homes, nestled in the woods along Church Road in historic Ellicott City, Maryland.  The feat was unprecedented in that Pfau and residents worked through four years of meetings and concerns ranging from positioning of homes to design.  The authenticity of the final individualized designs is a testament to the community’s ability to voice issues for consideration  and the developer’s creativity in redesigning and building homes  with limited guidance yet with much higher standards, to meet the needs of: the community, the Historic District Commission, and the buyers.

The result is a new development of homes seated naturally within historic Ellicott City, authentic in every detail while adhering to the aesthetic and environmental guidelines.  The approval process took four years, making history one home at a time, but we all learned a great deal; it was well worth the journey. The innovations of the meticulous Trinity construction process yielded homes averaging 3200 square feet on approximately ¼ acre, each one including:

Covered porches


Deck posts encased in stone or brick decorative columns


Symmetrical sides integrated within design


Wooden hinged shutters


Authentic eaves and overhangs


Value engineered elements


Strong architectural features throughout

Garages tucked out of sight, sometimes detached or joined by breezeways
